   At long last the boat slip 
project is moving forward.  
The Boat Slip Committee 
recently called a meeting of 
all slip owners to make 
them aware of the progress 
of this project.   
   As many may recall this 
project has been in the 
works since April, 2005.       
   This project involved 
dredging the landside of 
dock #1 and switching 
docks 2 and 4, and has 
depended on approval by 
both DHEC and Duke 
Energy.  Shortly after the 
annual meeting this year, 
Committee Chairperson, 
Carl Davidson, learned that 
the project was to be 
approved.  Since that time 
he and Committee Co-Chair 

David Kelly have been 
meeting with area 
contractors to secure 
quotes for the completion of 
the work.   
   A letter notifying the boat 
slip owners of the need to 
update them on the status 
of the project was mailed to 
on July 6

th
.  This letter 

called for a meeting to take 
place on Friday, July 22

nd
.  

At this meeting the 
committee updated lot 
owners on the status of 
project.  There were a total 
of 11 boat slip lots 
represented at the meeting.  
The Committee answered 
questions about the cost of 
this project, dates for 
completion of the project 
and other questions 
pertaining to the project.  
The owners were told that 
before this project could be 
started some necessary 

repairs must be performed 
on dock #2.  As most were 
aware, the ramp end of this 
dock has been sitting in the 
water and needing repairs 
for a few years.  These 
repairs will begin on August 
1

st
.   

   The start date for this 
project is set on or around 
September 12

th
 and a 

projected end date of 
September 18

th
.  Those 

affected by the dredging 
and switching of the docks 
will be notified when or if 
they need to move their 
boats.  Anyone needing to 
move a boat will be notified 
as soon as possible so that 
arrangements can be made.  
   At the end of this meeting 
Committee Chairperson 
Carl Davidson expressed 
his appreciation to David 
Keith and all others that had 
a hand in the completion of 

this project.  He also 
announced that due to his 
age and health, he feels the 
need to resign his position 
as chairperson.  Since Co-
Chair, David Kelly has 
worked closely with Carl in 
securing quotes and is 
familiar with the needs of 
the project  and can 
therefore see the successful 
end of this project, he 
(David) has agreed to take 
over as Chairperson for 
now.    
   As most everyone is 
aware, David is the 
Clubhouse/Pool 
Chairperson. Therefore, it 
would be hard for him to 
keep both positions.  David 
ended the meeting in asking 
for a volunteer to take over 
after the finish of this 
project.

   In 2003 the Boat Slip 
Committee, chaired by then 
resident Melissa 
Hildebrand, began to search 
for solutions to the low 
water problem causing 
several slips to be 
unusable.   
   The first problem 
encountered was learning 
the who, what, and how to 
get the various agencies 
(Duke, DHEC, DNR, FERC, 
and EPOA) to approve any 
proposed remediation plan.  
As Boat Slip owners know, 
this was a long, detailed, 
and difficult process. 
  The committee then 
explored various options 
and related costs to enable 
all slips to be usable during 

the seemingly persistent low 
water.  The plan developed 
for presentation to the Boat 
Slip owners involved 
dredging along the interior 
side of dock 1 and switching 
docks 2 and 4.  The 
proposal also called for an 
extended ramp on the “new” 
dock 2 thus eliminating the 
four slips currently closest 
to the shore from that dock. 
   On March 24, 2005 the 
Boat Slip owners met at St. 
Mark Methodist Church for 
presentation and discussion 
of the proposed remediation 
plan. 
   On April 9, 2005 a 
meeting of the Boat Slip 
owners was held 
immediately following the 
EPOA’s Annual Meeting.  
The purpose of the Boat 

Slip Owners meeting was to 
vote on the proposed plan.  
Our bylaws require the 
meeting to be attended by 
at least 12 slip owners and 
approval by at least two-
thirds of all votes present.  
Thirty-four owners were 
present in person or by

for and 8 against, the 
proposed plan was 
approved.

The meeting was called to order by EPOA President, Dianna Kelly at 9:00am with a quorum present. 
Present were the EPOA Board members, Dianna Kelly, Joyce Jarvis, John Dreher, Sandi Salemi, and Jim 
Lamarand. A total of 31 lot owners were recorded on the sign-in sheet represented in person or by proxy.  
 
Dianna Kelly introduced our guest speaker, Sgt. Moore of the Oconee County Sheriffs Department. His 
talk was about Identity Theft and How To Avoid it. Some of his comments were: 
Â Do not leave mail in your mailbox over night. 
Â You can get a free credit report once a year by going to www.annualcreditreport.com  You should 

check your credit report to make sure that it contains no discrepancies that would lower your credit 
or cause you issues.  

Â Do not give out your Social Security number unless absolutely necessary.  
Â 84% of identity theft is by someone you don’t know. 
Â Use common sense when dealing with issues where identity theft could happen.  

 
Dianna Kelly asked that the 2010 Annual Meeting minutes be approved. Ed Little so moved. The motion 
was seconded by Fred Mappus and approved unanimously. 
 

Committee Reports 
Prior to the reports, Dianna Kelly stated that she wanted to see the different committees build up their 
committee size. Many of the committees only have one member – the chairperson. It’s through committee 
activities that future Board members and committee chairs are developed. She then passed out sheets 
with the committees listed and asked people to consider volunteering for a committee. Please return them 
to her if you wish to volunteer. These sheets will also be included with the directories that will go to those 
that were not able to attend.  
 
    Financial ï Sandi Salemi 
Copies of the 2010 Financial Statement had been distributed during the sign-in process. EPOA ended the 
year with a surplus of revenue over expenses of $3,510. It was noted that at the end of 2010 the Total 
Cash Reserves for the Clubhouse and Boat Slips was $146,912 (as reflected in the Financial Statement). 
The Clubhouse checking account and certificates of deposit was $49,882 and the Boat Slip checking 
account and certificates of deposit was $97,030. The Association is in good shape financially.  
    Social ï Sandi Salemi 
The social schedule for 2011 is being reviewed. There will definitely be a Memorial Day Party at the 
clubhouse and pool. Information will be forthcoming in the near future.  
    
 
 
    Welcome ï Bonnie Lamarand 
Jim Lamarand gave the report for Bonnie. Two families moved into the neighborhood in 2010; the 
Sonnenfeld’s and the MacKay’s. Bonnie is retiring as chairperson of the committee. Liz Sonnenfeld has 
agreed to be the new chairperson. 
    Clubhouse and Pool ï David Kelly 
David recognized his committee and the help they have given during the past year. Pool usage was 
normal with several special events held. It was reiterated that the gate to the lower pool level has to stay 
closed at all times. This is to prevent unattended children from wandering into the pool area. A question 
was raised regarding the fact that only the Board members and Pool Chairperson have a key to the

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meeting room at the clubhouse. This restriction was instituted by the Board several years ago when too 
many keys were out and there was a large amount of vandalism and unauthorized use of the clubhouse 
meeting room. The Board wishes to continue this policy of restricting the keys to the meeting room. If a lot 
owner wishes to use the room, they can get a key from one of the Board members or the Clubhouse and 
Pool Chairperson. David announced a clean-up day at the pool will be held on May 21

st
. 

    Boat Slip ï Carl Davidson 
The association is still waiting to hear from Duke on the dredging of the marina area. Duke states that a 
draft of lease and memorandum of lease have been prepared but not finalized yet. Once that is done it 
will be sent to EPOA for signature. It will then go to the Oconee County Registry to be record, then back 
to Duke. Duke will then mail them to EPOA. The Duke representative says that this will take, “awhile”. 
Unfortunately, this is the system we need to work through.  
    Adopt-A-Highway ï Fred Mappus 
Fred stated that we signed a new three year agreement with the DOT last year. We have three pick-ups a 
year. He encouraged those that can to participate in an activity that only takes about an hour and a half.  
    Menôs Breakfast ï Fred Mappus 
Fred reminded the group that the breakfast is held the second Saturday of the month at Jimmy’s 
Restaurant in Seneca. Attendance has been poor and the issue of continuing the breakfast needs to be 
decided. Fred is resigning as the chairperson of this group. 
    Archives ï Dianna Kelly 
Dianna reported for the chairperson, Susan Falendysz. Susan electronically maintains the archives, 
which include minutes, revisions to the policies, by-laws, and covenants; along with other pertinent 
information.  
    Community Relations ï Chuck Lovelace 
This committee is a conduit to the Board and community of what is happening in the overall area. This 
allows the Board and lot owners to react to issues that could have an impact on the community.  
    Communications ï Hamilton Altstatt 
Chuck Lovelace reported for Hamilton. He recognized the committee and their duties. Chuck Lovelace 
produces the newsletter quarterly. Steve Sokol electronically distributes notices to the lot owner and 
updates the directory. Hamilton Altstatt maintains the website.  
 

    Landscaping ï Joyce Jarvis 
Our landscaper this year is the same one for the last two years. The name of the company has changed 
to Century Landscaping, however the principal owner still remains the same. Joyce commented that they 
do a really fine job. Changes made last year and in the spring this year are the juniper bushes being 
removed behind the pool and replace with other bushes, and new bushes being planted in front of the 
clubhouse. Joyce announced that she is resigning as chairperson after 9 years. John Dreher will be the 
new chairperson. Joyce also thanked David Keith for all his help with the sprinkler system over the years. 
Joyce and her chief helper, Ken Jarvis were given a round of applause for their past dedication. 
 
Dianna Kelly asked Sandy Sandifer to address the group about his recent efforts to institute a Crime 
Watch program in our neighborhood. Sandy related that a recent meeting was held between about 15 
EPOA homeowner and a representative from the Oconee County Sheriffs Department regarding 
protecting yourself and your property from vandalism and theft. Sandy stated that he was hoping for 
interest in pursuing this Crime Watch program. 
 
Dianna Kelly asked for a volunteer to head the Men’s Breakfast group. Please contact her if you are 
interested.  
 
Dianna thanked the three EPOA Board members that are leaving the Board. She then asked the three 
nominees for the three vacant positions to please stand and provide some background information on 
themselves. The three nominees are: Melodie Graham, Jim Poole and Sandy Sandifer. Dianna then  
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asked for a motion to open the floor for further nominations. This motion was made, seconded and 
approved. There were no nominations from the floor and the three nominees were approved by 
acclamation.  
 
Dianna stated that the Nominating Committee for next year is Dianna Kelly, Chairperson, Kris Meyers, 
and Chuck Lovelace.

New Business: 
 
The Board is proposing a by-law change that reads: 
       Article III 
       Section 5.  Notice of Meetings.  Written notice of each meeting of Members with boat slips or all 
Members shall be given by the President, the Board, or person(s) authorized to call a meeting, not less 
than thirty (30) days nor more than sixty (60) days before the date of such meeting to each Member 
entitled to vote thereat. Notice shall be sent by appropriate means and specify the place, day, and hour of 
the meeting, and, in the case of a special meeting, the purpose of the meeting.  
 
The reason for this change is so that lot owners can be notified of EPOA meetings by methods other than 
the U. S. Mail; which is the only method currently allowed in the by-laws. It is expensive to mail the 
packages. If a lot owner can’t receive the notification by any other method, then the package will be 
mailed to them. The motion was made by Gerald Sonnenfeld, seconded by David Kelly and approved 
with 31 yea’s and zero no’s.  
 
Dianna asked for a motion to adjourn. Sandy Sandifer made the motion, seconded by Ed Little and the 
motion was approved.
